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Even though the area named as Pannonian basin is defined from paleogeographic
aspect by von Telegd more than a hundred years ago, its use is still controversial in
terms of time and spatial boundaries.

There is a problem of timing, since this is an extremely dynamic area that, in the
short geological period, has passed through continental, marine, lacustrine and
again continental depositional stage. In general, it can be said that the initial phase
of the accommodation space formation that will later occupy the Pannonian Basin
corresponds to the paleogeographical element of that time - Central Paratethys. The
Central Paratethys occupied this space starting from the Lower Miocene until the
definitive connection break with the southern remnant of Tethys - the Mediterranean
Sea, that occurred during the Upper Miocene (Panonnian) time. During this period,
our part of the Pannonian Basin passed from the continental phase at the time of the
Lower Miocene toward marine (Badenian) and marine-brackish (Sarmatian) during the
Middle Miocene. After that, in this area remains the caspibrackish Lake Pannon, which
is filled with sediments from the northwest, northeast and southeast.

The geologistsin the earlier phases of the exploration consider the area of the Pannonian
Basin in the narrower sense as the site of the of Neogene and Quaternary sediment
deposition. Subsequently since the deposition in a basin can not be viewed separately
from the sediment source that will fill the basin, the notion of the Pannonian Basin
system was introduced, which included, besides the area of Pannonian basin sensu
stricto also the neighboring orogen represented by the Carpathians, the Dinarides
and the Alps. This term is used in the structural-tectonic sense and refers to a space
consisted of numerous connected depressions and highs of different depth/height and
of the diachronic extension and different stretching factor.

In the geological-geomorphological sense, the most commonly used terms are the
Pannonian Basin, the Pannonian Basin System and the Pannonian realm. However,
each of these three terms represents a different concept and does not imply the same
areal extinction and the time of sediment deposition. Regarding the Pannonian realm,
it covers a space analogous to Pannonian basin which in geomorphological sense
encompass Pannonian lowland and Peripannonian rim. The term of the Pannonian
Basin system should be used in complex research that would include not only the basin
itself but also the surrounding areas that affect basin formation by eroding adjacent
mountain areas and active tectonic movements, while the term Pannonian basin would
be used as a sediment deposition area strictly in paleogeographic context.
